He would hide behind
a tree and make wild noises, cry and jump arouxkery one told me just to ignore him, that he
was crazy. He continued to do this for several tmorvhen we had the Bible study. | went to
try and talk to him several times and he would ofin He was almost naked all the time and |
could see the cuts and bruises all over his bo#fger about four months of me trying to coax
him to talk to me, he came into the boma duringkdeBstudy. He sat away from everyone else,
but stayed for the study. The next few studiesdteaway from everyone, but did listen. Then
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one evening when | gave the invitation, he camainghup to me. It started me at first because
of the look in his eyes. He told me he had tosgeted or he would die. | talked to him for a

long time that evening. He received Christ andabeginning around the boma yelling, "I am

saved!"

| asked Stephen to come to church and he was theneext Sunday. He did not know how to
act. He has grown up mostly on his own and hag fesv social skills. After the first couple of
services, several of people asked me if we cowd Bim coming to church because of the way
he acted. | told them, “No, | would not.” That wleould all pray for him.

Over the next months, Stephen slowly changededtred like the more he heard God's Word,
the more it changed him. He asked for a Bible.eV¥eryone's surprise he could read. | talked to
his family and they said that he was a normal Ibeydid well in the village school until he had a

fever when he was about ten and then he went wildey believed he was possessed by evil
spirits.

| started assigning Bible reading for Stephen aondld/test him. He read and understood very
well. He seemed to change each week for the beftefew weeks ago he asked if he could be
baptized.

This last Wednesday, | completely lost my voicehadl strep throat and could not speak at all.
At church, | had each person that could read td edeut 30 verses in the Bible. We have been
studying Genesis on Wednesdays. So they read @enesis 1 through the end of Genesis 8.
Several people told me | should not let Stephed asave did not know what he would do.

When it came his turn to read, he stood up in fafthe church and read. His reading was
wonderful. He read loudly and clearly. Everyoresvgo surprised.

This is Ramadan. He is 65. He has been a Mudlimsdife. He is now a Christian. He cannot
read or write. Stephen has taken it upon histeedit next to Ramadan in church and show him
in the Bible what we are talking about. Since Rdamawas saved, he has been to every church
service we have had.



Ramadan was Baptized last Sundaiy. Ispoke to kiord abot the consequences of his being
baptized. His people are all Muslim. He said leswware of what they might do, but he had
lived his whole life with Christ and now he wantkryone to know that he was a Christian.
